“Imagine No                   
Malaria” is an anti-malaria campaign run by the United Methodist Committee on Relief.  The minis-
try is seeking to raise $100 million in order to eradicate malaria by the end of 2015.   
Bishop Thomas Bickerton, a US Methodist bishop, reared in WV, and a graduate from West Virginia 
Wesleyan College, is a leader in this effort.

Imagine No Malaria hopes to prevent malaria by using bed nets, draining standing water, creating 
access to medicine, and improving overall sanitation.
